1. GENERAL INFORMATION:

Dates and Times of the training

Both co-trainers and participants are expected to participate in the whole training! (That is, coming late or leaving early is not allowed.)

Arrival date for co-trainers: Saturday,  29 April 2006 

(please be in Budapest by 14:00 CET) 

If you are a contact person or a group leader who is participating in the training, but is not a co-trainer, please come together with the other participants.

* If you want to come earlier or leave later than the dates given above, please inform us so that we can arrange accommodation for you. We cannot guarantee this extra accommodation but we will do our best to support you.
Language of the training

The language of the training is English. We recommend that people with at least a pre- intermediate level of English come. Please, keep this in mind when looking for participants.

Age limit

Participants have to be between 18 and 25 years of age. If you have a 17-year-old participant, that’s OK, but make sure his/her parents sign the Parent’s consent form attached to the application form. This is due to the rules of the Youth Programme. Only one person/country can be older than 25, this can be the group leader, or if the leader is under 25, there can be a participant over 25. Over 25 means people born before 30th April 1980.
What to bring

· Towel

· Sleeping bag (for –4 (C)

· Warm clothes for outdoor & indoor

· Camping mattress

· Backpack

· Good walking shoes

· Medicines

· Clothes for 2 weeks, there will be no washing machine available.

Medicines and diet

If you have any disease and/or use medicine we need to know about, please tell us so.  

If you are a vegetarian, or have a special diet, let us know, indicating what you cannot or don’t want to eat, so that we can arrange suitable food.

Transit accomodation (before the training) will be provided in Budapest.
Expenses of the training

Co-trainers do NOT have to pay a contribution. Participants and those group leaders who are not co-trainers will be asked to pay a participation fee, the amount of which will be different for each country because of the different standards of living. 

The training is financed by the Youth Program of the EU. There is a 70% travel reimbursement if you come by the cheapest way of travel. Participants and co-trainers pay the remaining 30% of their travel costs (or more, if you are above the maximum).

The training is financially and methodically based on a 14-day programme. This is why we are so strict on this and ask you to participate the whole length. (see dates and times above). 

2. TRAVEL & MONEY

There is a list with the maximum travel costs per person per country. Please take care that the costs do not exceed these amounts! 

Reimbursement of travel money

Egyesek Ifjúsági Egyesület reimburses (pays back) 70% of your total travel costs, 100% of your insurance costs and 100% of your visa costs. For all these the possible top amounts are given below.

Only if you participate in the whole training can you get the 70% of your total travel costs reimbursed! 

IMPORTANT!!!

Save your tickets and receipts, because you can only get 70% reimbursed for travel costs of which you can prove the amount with the ticket and receipt. Tickets in themselves are NOT enough; we also need a receipt/invoice that has your name on it (alternatively, an invoice for the name of your sending organisation is good, too). The printed version of a low cost airline ticket (e.g. SkyEurope) is NOT a receipt! If necessary, call the airline/train company/etc., explain them the situation and ask them to give you a receipt/invoice for your name. This is of course true for participants as well.

Travel costs per country

For the reimbursement there is a maximum for the participants from each country. This is because we applied for and got a certain amount of money for this purpose, which we cannot exceed. These amounts are based on the costs you told us when we wrote the application.

Reimbursement (70%) is not more than 210 €

Azerbaijan, Moldova, Lithuania and Armenia: please contact us with a suggestion, what is a reasonable contribution from your participants. We will accept this, we will only ask you to keep to it, as we need this contribution to cover costs that cannot be covered from the Youth Programme grant.

3. METHOD

“Playing to learn and learning to play”

In ´Playing to learn and learning to play´ the participants will work on their skills. Egyesek and the International Synergy Group work with the ´learning by experience´ method; it is the same method using which you learned to walk and talk. Not by reading books, but by doing.

In `Playing to learn and learning to play` we want to inspire the participants to:

· Be an inspiring leader; 

· Organise activities from the beginning to the end in their own organisation;

· Develop communication skills through communication styles training;

· Work in an international, intercultural team;

· Organise outdoor activities;

· Work with the ´learning by experience´ method,

· Put all this into practice ´back home´.

We (professional trainers and a team of participants from previous years) do this out of one mutual vision: To create a world that works for everyone out of love, care and cooperation.

In our approach we invite participants to point out where they find themselves at that moment in the learning process, what they want to learn and how they want to develop themselves. It is focused on the experience of the individual and it is connected to the specific needs and the level of learning of the participant at that moment. The program is a tool for the participant and not the other way around. 

With this training approach there is room for the experiences and wishes of the participants to influence the content of the program while it is taking place. We create the playing field - the participants create the play. 
4. PROGRAMME

The training consists of four parts.

The 1st part: THE TRAINING

Using awareness training, this part is focused on personal development. We do this through lectures and specially designed exercises that we call processes. This part will take three days. The first day is about the introduction of the tools for leadership. The second day is focused on your working style and its effect on your surroundings. On day three you we deal with trust and self-expression. After this part there is a free day.

The 2nd part: THE EXCHANGE

We will use the tools from the first part in co-operation and international exchange. We will work with communication styles and use group activities. Here participants create workshops for each other to create learning opportunities for each other as well as for themselves. 

This part will take four days.  

The 3rd part: THE OUTDOOR

Using the tools and all we have learned from the 1st and 2nd part, we will focus on teamwork. We will do this through outdoor training to give it a totally new perspective. This part will take four days.

The 4th part: THE CLOSING

We will look at the results, the successes we created, the lessons we learned, the insights we gained. There will be an open day, when we share our experiences form the program with visitors from outside. The last day is called the LOVE DAY. This part is focused on closing the exchanges. This part will take two days.

We hope you have enough information now.
