TREASURE HUNT

SUMMARY: Following the main ideas and recommendation given in relevant European documents on human rights and led by an outstanding feedback that we’ve received by our participants and collaborators on thematically similar prior projects, we’ve decided to organize a Cross-border Youth meeting with the following objectives:

1. To promote importance of mutual understanding and respect of differences between people of different ethnical, cultural and socio-political background 

2. To improve participants’ knowledge on human rights, multiculturalism and anti-discrimination issues 

3. To foster exchange of experience and networking among youngsters and youth organizations from participating countries

Project description:

The core of the project will be an intensive training course, lasting for 9 days (two of them will include traveling), divided into 3 parts. Related to that, the whole group will travel through the three Balkan countries (Serbia (Belgrade), Bosnia and Herzegovina (Zenica), Croatia (Rijeka or Osjek)) for 9 days; thus, their learning context will be changing, too and that will be another opportunity for exploring and gaining new knowledge.

During the training, participants will learn about human rights, multiculturalism and social phenomena such as: prejudices, stereotypes, discrimination, xenophobia, violence, but also tolerance and non-violence. Moreover, we’ll jointly search for ways to fight the negative and promote the positive ones of the latter and we’ll try to raise participants’ motivation to apply what they’ve learnt in their future work and day-to-day situations.

All along the duration of the meeting, participants will be developing the idea for the final event – local action - public performance, created as a result of learning and personal developing process of all the participants. These event should include local community with aim - awareness raising and promotion of the values of multiculturalism and tolerance towards diversities.

 The project will have the three main phases: preparation, implementation and evaluation and reporting. “Hajde da…” Group will undertake an overall coordination of the project all along its duration and representatives of partner organizations will contribute during preparation and implementation period. In the implementation phase, role of partners will be to provide logistic support on the localities where parts of the training will take place.

PARTICIPANTS: Participants of this event are to be young people with fewer opportunities, especially in terms of their social and geographical background. National groups won’t have youth leaders to coordinate them, so we target youngsters over 18. The upper age limit will be 25, so that we make sure that the age range is not too wide. Each of the 7 participating countries will send the 2 participants. This will ensure to have participants of various ethnicities, religions (Orthodox, Catholic, Muslim),coming from diverse social, political and economic backgrounds (EU and non-EU countries in different pre-accession and transitional stages). Group will also be gender balanced. There will be announced an open call for participants. These are to be young people, who are already active or express interest to be active in local NGOs or similar youth associations. Previous experience of being a youth leader will be taken as an advantage.
